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Ms. Nguyen Thu Anh’s research is centered on the internationalization of tertiary 

education and Asian regional cooperation and integration in the field of higher 

education. The main purpose of this study is to investigate how internationalization of 

higher education is perceived and implemented at the institutional and individual 

levels in a specific context from the perspectives of the institutional key actors. To this 

end, the research firstly studies the practices and strategies of internationalization at 

VNU and its member institutions. Secondly, it examines the rationales, risks, 

obstacles and priorities attributed to internationalization in VNU by its key actors. 

Finally, it investigates how key actors’ perceptions and practices are different from or 

similar to one another depending on their backgrounds. 
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
