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The presentation is focused on three problems; what is it about the CMI that 
allows it successfully multilateralize while other, arguably more important, 
elements of regional integration are ignored? Why is it that many scholars and 
involved parties doubted that the CMI would progress? And what are the likely 
implications of multilateralization of the CMI for East Asian regionalism at large. 
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
